Accountable Care Organizations (ACOs) in the Medicare Shared Savings Program (MSSP) produced savings for the ninth straight year, while continuing to provide high-quality care, as shown by performance data from the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS). These incentives have been critical in helping clinicians cover the investment costs of moving to new payment models that improve care for their patients.
